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Plane crash

? Update: Further investigation has revealed that the plane has been identified as a Rockwell Aero-Commander and that it took off

from a nearby airstrip located south of Town of Grand Valley. The pilot and his daughter were enroute back to Ottawa when the

crash occurred. It is fortunate that the very experience pilot in this incident had the necessary skills to be was able to land the aircraft

in this area preventing any injuries to bystanders.
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
