Neumann added that the local police service had over $1000 worth of cash and gift cards donated.

The annual ?Stuff-a-Cruiser' event has been a tradition held by Shelburne Police for around two decades, and is run by officers
volunteering their time. The event looks to collect items to give to both the Salvation Army Food Bank and Dufferin Child and
Family Services (DCAFS).

?Even though there's COVID-19 and even though we're about to become OPP, we feel the need in the communities [has] never been
greater in this 20 years,? Sgt. Neumann told the Free Press. AWWe have alot of families struggling, stuck at home, and not having
their usual, so anything we can do to help out those families or those people that are alone ? giving them some cheer, is what we're
after.?

Shelburne Police are looking for donations of non-perishable food items, cash donations and gift cards, while new toysin their
original packaging and new clothes are being accepted. Gift cards and cash donations are being encouraged this year, dueto
COVID-19.

SPS note that the gift card and cash donations make it safer for DCAFS and the Salvation Army to distribute.

Continuing with the annual event despite COVID-19, Sgt. Neumann said, ? hope it's, it's areminder to them that people are still out
there.?
