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Commemorative sculpture unveiled at Family Transition Place

A local artist Ann Randeraad is looking to 
spread hope and awareness of gender-based 
violence with the unveiling of her newest 
sculpture displayed at Family Transition 
Place. 

Family Transition Place (FTP) unveiled 
the clay sculpture, titled “In� nitude” outside 
of their facility on Dec. 6 during a ceremo-
ny commemorating the National Day of Re-
membrance and Action on Violence Against 
Women and the 35th anniversary of the 
École Polytechnique Massacre. 

“It’s an honour to contribute in some way 
to bring awareness to the issue,” Randeraad 
told the Free Press. “I hope that the piece 
and what it represents inspires hope and al-
lows people who have travelled this rough 
road the opportunity to work through their 
challenges and recognize that lot of other 
people have also travelled this road.” 

The sculpture of “In� nitude” depicts three 
in� nity � ames, each of which varies in size 
and style. The in� nity � ames look to rep-
resent the past, present and future of gen-
der-based violence as well as Family Tran-
sition Place’s mission of providing safety, 
support and hope. 

Randeraad began creating “In� nitude” 
nearly two months prior to its unveiling at 
Family Transition Place and said she had 
many “false starts” before she was able to 
� nish the piece. 

“I found the subject matter was dif� cult to 
work within even though I’ve sculpted piec-
es related to [gender-based violence] before. 
I found in this case, because it represented 
a much vaster story that it was dif� cult for 
me to work through,” explained Randeraad. 

Speaking with the Free Press, Randeraad 
shared the signi� cance for her in having the 
opportunity to create the piece for Family 
Transition Place. 

Growing up Randeraad was a witness to 
generational violence against women and 
was also subjected to verbal, emotional, 
physical and sexual abuse during her child-
hood. 

“It becomes a part of who you are. The 
trauma is ingrained and it’s about learning 
how to navigate and heal from it to make a 
positive of your life. To me “In� nitude” rep-
resents that eternal hope,” said Randeraad. 

Randeraad added that she hopes the piece 
can also act as a symbol of honour for the 
women who have died as a result of gen-
der-based violence. 

According to the Ontario Association 
of Interval & Transition Houses (OAITH), 
which releases monthly reports on femicide 
cases across the province, there have been 
62 reported cases of femicide in Ontario as 
of November of this year. Last year, at the 
time of OAITH’s Annual Femicide List (No-
vember 2022 to November 2023), there were 
a total of 62 reported femicides.

Locally, Family Transition Place reports 
there have been 16 women and children in 

Dufferin County who have lost their lives as 
a result of femicide since 1997.

“A lot of people experience this in their 
lives and in their homes,” said Randeraad. 

“In� nitude” can be observed inside Fam-
ily Transition Place, located at 20 Bredin 
Parkway in Orangeville, during the winter 
and will be on display outside of the facility 
during the warmer months.

JANUARY
St. Paul’s Anglican Church to 

shut down after 150 years of serving 
the community

One of Shelburne’s founding churches is 
ending a more than 150-year-old chapter in 
history as they prepare to of� cially close 
their doors this month.

 St. Paul’s Anglican Church, located at 312 
Owen Sound St. in Shelburne, will be clos-
ing its doors following a � nal service for the 
congregation on Sunday, Jan. 21. 

“It’s always sad seeing church close, but 
churches have closed for hundreds and 
thousands of years, and it’s important that 
people focus on celebrating what this church 
has been to this community,” said Marg Fin-
layson, People’s Warden at the church. “I 
think of how many prayers of celebration 
and anguish that went up and also all the 
celebrations like weddings and baptisms; 
historically, churches have been community 
centres, and all of those moments have been 
part of the community.” 

The decision to close the church came 
in October of 2023 with a vote from church 
members after months of discussions.

 “We did not do this lightly,” said Finlayson. 
“We each went away and thought seriously 
about the gospel message and how we can 
continue to live that outside the walls [of the 
church].” 

The history of St. Paul’s Anglican Church 
begins well before the church’s construc-
tion, with the � rst Anglican worship ser-
vices in the area held once a month in a 
small log hall in Melancthon as early as 1855. 
Construction of the � rst St. Paul’s Anglican 
Church began in the summer of 1874 and 
was � nished by Christmas of the same year. 
The � rst service was held on Jan. 17, 1875, 
led by Rev. J.J Morton, with planks used to 
seat the congregation and a borrowed organ.

In January of 1929, a � re broke out in 
the church’s furnace room, and the church 
sustained damage from smoke and water, 
but re-insurance allowed for repairs and re-
placement. 

During Canada’s Centennial year (1967), 
the Shelburne parish and Dundalk church 
were amalgamated. 

The Shelburne congregation celebrated 
St. Paul’s Anglican Church’s 150th anniver-
sary in 2023.

Two public meetings scheduled for 
proposed boundary review of Primrose

The Upper Grand District School Board 
(UGDSB) will host two additional public 
delegation meetings regarding a proposed 
boundary review for Primrose Elementary.

In October of 2023, the Upper Grand Dis-
trict School Board announced in a press 
release that they would conduct a bound-
ary review to address the accommodation 
pressures at Primrose Elementary School in 
Mulmur.

The rural school, serviced by a private 
well and septic system, has an operating 
capacity of 377 pupil spaces. Primrose El-
ementary has experienced an increase in 
enrollment in recent years, and the current 
number of students in the school sits at ap-
proximately 580. 

The proposed school to accommodate the 
boundary review is Centennial Hylands Ele-

mentary School, which has an enrollment of 
413 students and the capacity to accommo-
date a total of 541 students.

Since the boundary review announce-
ment, families of students at Primrose Ele-
mentary have raised concerns about their 
children having to relocate schools.

“They don’t want to see another boundary 
review that separates their kids from their 
friends only seven years after the last one, 
where they were forced to move from Cen-
tennial Hylands to Primrose,” said Coun. 
James McLean, Deputy Mayor of Melanc-
thon. 

Any approvals to the boundary adjust-
ment by the Upper Grand District School 
will be expected to be implemented for the 
2024- 2025 school year.

Inquest into 2016 death of 
Grand Valley Institution for Women 

inmate underway
A coroner’s inquest examining the 2016 

death of Terry Baker, an inmate at the Grand 
Valley Institution for Women in Kitchener, is 
underway. 

Baker, who was 30 years old at the time of 
her death, was serving a life sentence after 
pleading guilty to her part in the 2002 mur-
der of 16-year-old Orangeville teen Robbie 
McLennan. 

Baker was convicted of � rst-degree mur-
der in 2006 and handed a life sentence with-
out the eligibility of parole for 10 years. Her 
then 20-year-old boyfriend, William Bronson 
Penasse, also pleaded guilty to � rst-degree 
murder in 2005 and was sentenced to life in 
prison without the eligibility for parole until 
2030. Another 16-year-old – never identi� ed 
under the Youth Criminal Justice Act – was 
convicted of second-degree murder and sen-
tenced to 18 months.

A coroner’s inquest to examine the event 
surrounding her death was announced in 
2017 by then-regional supervising coroner, 
Dr. David Eden. 

The inquest is expected to span three 
weeks, during which the jury will hear from 
approximately 18 witnesses. Inquests are 
mandatory by law whenever a prisoner dies 
from non-natural causes while in custody.

The jurors will not be making a � nding 
of guilt or innocence during the inquest; in-
stead, they will be looking at the facts sur-
rounding Baker’s death and will come up 
with recommendations to help prevent simi-
lar deaths from happening in the future.

FEBRUARY
New nonpro� t aims to connect 

Indigenous and non-Indigenous people
Two Dufferin County residents have 

teamed up to introduce a new not-for-pro� t 
organization aimed at joining the local In-
digenous and non-Indigenous communities 
together. 

Sharon Rigby and Julie Elsdon-Height 
have launched The Brave Canoe, a commu-
nity-based not-for-pro� t organization that 
looks to bring the Indigenous and non-In-
digenous communities of Dufferin County 
together to learn, grow and heal.

 “Our mission is to bridge communities, 
enrich lives, and promote wellbeing within 
Dufferin County by revitalizing and under-
standing Indigenous history, culture and tra-

ditions,” said co-founder Rigby
Rigby is an Indigenous community lead-

er, who works as an educator with the Peel 
District School Board’s Maawnjiding Wiin-
gushkeng Indigenous Centre in Caledon. 
Elsdon-Height, who is non-Indigenous, is 
an experienced � gure in community devel-
opment and a soon-to-be graduate of Lau-
rentian University’s Indigenous Social Work 
program.

The foundation of The Brave Canoe is 
grounded in the Two-Eyed Seeing approach, 
a term coined by Mi’kmaq Elders which uti-
lizes both Western and Indigenous knowl-
edge.

Throughout 2024, The Brave Canoe will 
be offering a range of educational, cultural 
and wellbeing services to Dufferin County 
residents, including Indigenous history edu-
cation, workshops, ceremonies, community 
educational sessions, community events, 
and therapeutic healing services. Education-
al programs will consist of drumming, bead-
ing, and sewing classes for youth circles as 

well as workshops for seniors.

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Everything about being out in the world 
this time of year screams, “Be Merry, 
Be Jolly.” Around every corner there are 
reminders of traditions and memories of 
past joy.  This sustained joy will escape 
the grasp of many this year.  Despite a 
world that only accepts joy in the holiday 
season, many may experience pangs of 
jealousy, depression and grief.  They likely 
will be told (verbally or non-verbally) that 
they have a “bah humbug” attitude.  There 
is a lot of pressure to pretend to be jovial 
this time of year.  

When one does manage to have 
moments of genuine joy, they can be 
quickly followed by the sinking reality of 
loss, or a surge of guilt accompanied by 
negative self talk. “How can I enjoy myself 
when my______ has died.” 

These feelings can be compounded 
by our go to model of support: unhelpful, 
though well-meaning comments by others. 
“You’re looking so good.” “You’ve got to let 
it go.” “At least they’re in a better place.”  
We call this ‘bright siding’; trying to replace 
the uncomfortable feelings and realities 
by focusing solely on the positives.  This 

results in the opposite outcome, by mini-
mizing the reality and weight of our grief.    

How then do we help ourselves both 
grieve and celebrate, and what are help-
ful ways to support people who grieve this 
season? Remember that what a griever is 
feeling is normal and allowed.  It is nor-
mal to feel many things this time of year 
including sadness, anger, regret, as well 
as joy.  No human being needs to be 
happy every moment of every day.  At the 
same time, experiencing moments of joy 
does not mean that one is not still griev-
ing intensely.  As human beings we often 
experience a wide range of emotions yet, 
are only able to express one in any given 
moment.  

We grieve with more than our emotional 
expression.  Our whole being, body, mind 
and emotional self express grief.  Even if 
we look happy or functional on the outside, 
this does not mean that what is happen-
ing internally is as put together.  In fact, 
many grievers hate hearing that they look 
well, because they feel anything but well. 
Assumptions and comparisons in relation 
to grief are not helpful, and often result in 

harm, emotionally and relationally.  
Ultimately the best approach to grieving 

or supporting a griever boils down to one 
word:  compassion.  It can be helpful to 
prioritize self compassion as a griever. If 
you are unsure of accepting invitations, be 
honest about your own needs.   It is okay 
to accept an invite.  It can be helpful to 
share that you want to be there but say 
upfront that you may fi nd it necessary to 
leave early.  This will eliminate the pres-
sure of disappointing your host when 
experiencing a grief burst and need alone 
time. 

When supporting a griever compassion 
and fl exibility is the kindest approach. If 
you offer an invite, acknowledge that you 
are okay if they cannot stay, or that if they 
cancel last minute you will understand.  
Consider sharing a quiet spot when they 
arrive that they can wander to if they need 
a moment to themselves.  

One of the hardest realities shared by 
grievers is how it feels like everyone has 
moved on and their loved one has been 
forgotten.  Using the name of the loved one 
and sharing memories removes the ele-

phant from the room 
and offers the chance 
for shared spaces 
of healing.  We work 
hard to put on masks 
that hide the true feel-
ings we have.  Sharing the honest reality 
of what grief is like for you is less isolating, 
and not as uncomfortable as we anticipate. 

Sometimes we do not want to make 
things worse by drawing attention to pain, 
but pain of loss is real.  No amount of ignor-
ing it will make it disappear. Distraction has 
its place and can be helpful only with the 
right supportive care.

I hope you experience the whole of this 
holiday season in a compassionate com-
munity.

Grief tips through the holidays KAITLIN CANTRELL 
OPEN MIND

As a retired journalist, I’ve always been 
fascinated by the stories of resilience 
among seniors in Southern Ontario. Now, 
as I refl ect on my own journey, I realize the 
importance of prioritizing mental health 
and cognitive wellness as we age. In my 
research, I’ve identifi ed several key areas 
that contribute to keeping our minds sharp 
and addressing issues such as depression 
and cognitive decline. In this article, I’ll dis-
cuss what experts say are the top six: 

1. Recognizing the signs of depres-
sion

One of the most vital lessons I’ve learned 
is the importance of recognizing the signs 
of depression. It can be easy for feelings 
of sadness or withdrawal to creep in, espe-
cially during challenging times. Symptoms 
like prolonged sadness, lack of interest in 
activities, or changes in sleep patterns are 
red fl ags to watch for. Sometimes, I fi nd 
myself feeling overwhelmed by daily tasks 
or losing interest in hobbies I once loved. 
Recognizing these signs early is crucial 
because it allows us to seek help before 

the situation worsens. Talking to a friend or 
consulting a professional can provide the 
support needed to navigate these emotions 
effectively.

2. Accessing resources and support
Knowing where to fi nd resources and 

support is crucial for maintaining your men-
tal well-being. Ontario’s Health 811 helpline 
is available 24/7 for health advice and infor-
mation. For immediate support, contact 
Connex Ontario (1-866-531-2600), which 
helps people who need support and infor-
mation about the mental health, gambling, 
and addiction services that are available in 
Dufferin County. You can also fi nd services 
and programs through local health units 
and community health centres.  

3. Maintaining social connections
Engaging with family and friends can sig-

nifi cantly reduce feelings of isolation and 
loneliness, which are common struggles 
among seniors. I often make it a point to 
host regular gatherings with loved ones, 
whether it’s a simple coffee chat or a larger 
family dinner. These moments not only 

bring joy but also strengthen our bonds. 
Maintaining social connections is vital for 
emotional well-being; it helps us feel more 
grounded and connected to the world. 
Additionally, volunteering for local organi-
zations has introduced me to new friends 
and given me a sense of purpose, further 
enriching my social life.

4. Engaging in physical activity
Staying physically active has been 

a game-changer for my mental health. 
Whether it’s a daily walk or a YouTube aer-
obics class, regular exercise boosts my 
mood and keeps my mind alert. I’ve noticed 
that even small bursts of activity can elevate 
my spirits and provide a sense of accom-
plishment. Engaging in physical activities 
not only improves your physical health but 
gives you a wonderful opportunity to social-
ize. Activities like gardening or dancing can 
provide both physical movement and social 
interaction, making exercise enjoyable and 
benefi cial.

5. Sustaining a healthy diet
Nutrition plays a signifi cant role in your 

mental health. I’ve embraced a balanced 
diet rich in fruits, vegetables, whole grains, 
and lean proteins. Foods such as salmon, 
blueberries, and nuts are packed with nutri-
ents that support brain health. Cooking 
has become a fun and engaging activity 
for me, allowing me to experiment with 
new recipes while nourishing my body. I’ve 
found that what we eat can directly impact 
our mood and cognitive function, so nour-
ishing our bodies is just as important as 
nourishing our minds. Additionally, staying 

hydrated is crucial, as 
dehydration can affect 
our mental clarity and 
overall well-being.

6. Fostering sleep 
hygiene

As a sufferer from severe apnea, I’ve 
come to recognize the crucial link between 
sleep and mental health. Quality sleep reju-
venates the mind and supports cognitive 
function. To improve your sleep hygiene, 
establish a calming bedtime routine, limit 
screen time before bed, and create a com-
fortable sleeping environment. I’ve noticed 
that prioritizing sleep has dramatically 
improved my mood and cognitive clarity. 
Quality sleep is essential for maintaining 
emotional balance and enhancing our over-
all well-being. I fi nd that practices such as 
reading or listening to calming music help 
me unwind before sleep, promoting a more 
restful night.

Last words
As we navigate the journey of aging, 

prioritizing mental health and cognitive 
wellness becomes increasingly import-
ant. By recognizing signs of depression, 
accessing resources, and fostering social 
connections, we can keep our minds sharp 
and resilient. Let’s support one another in 
this journey, ensuring that we all thrive as 
we embrace the beautiful years ahead. 
Remember, it’s never too late to start pri-
oritizing our mental health—let’s take that 
step together.

FTP noted that while her retirement from 
this role may be sad news for the Board, 
staff, clients, and the organization’s commu-
nity partners, it’s because of Norah’s intrin-
sic understanding of the needs of the agen-
cy, that she has spent the past several years 
thoroughly, and thoughtfully, preparing FTP 
for this impending transition

Families’ relocation worries alleviated 
as UGDSB caps enrollment at 
Primrose Elementary School

Students and families enrolled at Prim-
rose Elementary School no longer need to 
worry about relocating to a different school 
for the 2024-2025 school year. 

The Upper Grand District School Board 
(UGDSB) trustees voted last month to ap-
prove an enrollment cap for Primrose El-
ementary School starting the 2024-2025 
school year to help alleviate enrolment pres-
sure.

“By establishing an enrolment cap, cur-
rent Primrose ES students will not be im-
pacted by a boundary change. This option 

puts a control on the enrolment numbers at 
Primrose ES. It also allows staff to monitor 
the on-going growth at Centennial Hylands 
ES,” wrote the school board in the � nal re-
port of the boundary review. 

In October of 2023, the Upper Grand Dis-
trict School Board announced in a press 
release that they would conduct a bound-
ary review to address the accommodation 
pressures at Primrose Elementary School in 
Mulmur. 

The rural school, serviced by a private well 
and septic system, has an operating capaci-
ty of 377 pupil spaces. Primrose Elementary 
has experienced an increase in enrollment in 
recent years, and the current number of stu-
dents in the school sits at approximately 580. 
As of the 2023-24 school year, Primrose has 
23 classes and 17 classrooms in the school 
building as well as six portables on site. 

After conducting three meetings to dis-
cuss the enrolment pressures as well as re-
ceiving feedback from those impacted by 
the boundary review, the UGDSB considered 
and voted to cap the number of students at 
Primrose starting with kindergarten enroll-
ment.

Chief of Dufferin County Paramedic 
Services set to retire

Tom Reid, Chief of Dufferin County Para-
medic Services (DCPS), has of¬� cially an-
nounced his retirement.

The County of Dufferin and Headwa-
ters Health Care Centre (HHCC) issued a 
joint press release on Monday (March 18) 
announcing that Reid would be retiring as 
Chief of Dufferin County Paramedic Ser-
vices (DCPS) after more than two decades 
in the role.

“It has been my honour to serve with 
such an amazing team for my entire career. 
I would like to thank the paramedic team, 
Headwaters, Dufferin County and our com-
munity partners for their unwavering sup-
port,” said Reid. “As dif� cult it is to leave, I 
do it with the knowledge that our communi-
ty is left in good and caring hands.”

Reid has worked in paramedic services 
for 41 years and has sat as the Chief of Duf-
ferin DCPS for more than 25.

Achievements from his years of service 
include spearheading the transformation 
of community paramedicine in the prov-
ince, initiating Public Access De� brillators 
in Dufferin County, Advanced Life Support 
training, overseeing the award-winning Tel-
echeck volunteer program, and serving on 
the Ministry of Health Ambulance Services 
review team for over three decades.

Reid has also received accolades such as 
the Governor General’s Exemplary Service 
Medal for Emergency Medical Services and 
the Dr. David Scott Award from Headwa-
ters Health Care Centre. In 2023, Reid was 
awarded the prestigious provincial Richard 
J. Armstrong Leadership Award.

Local man recognized for rescuing 

elderly neighbour from � re
A Grand Valley resident is being recog-

nized for his heroic actions that helped save 
the life of a neighbour last March. 

Alan Mackie was presented with the pres-
tigious Carnegie Hero Medal on Sunday 
(April 14) during a special ceremony at the 
Grand Valley Fire Department for rescuing 
his elderly neighbour from a house � re.

“This award is an amazing honour, I’m still 
taken aback by the whole thing,” Mackie told 
the Free Press. “I’m really not comfortable 
with the attention, and I didn’t understand it 
being such a big deal; it’s in front of you and 
you deal with it.” 

The Carnegie Medal is an award given 
throughout the United States and Canada to 
individuals who risk death or serious physi-
cal injury to an extraordinary degree while 
saving or attempting to save the lives of oth-
ers. 

Shortly before midnight on March 2, 2023, 
Mackie was up watching television in his liv-
ing room when he noticed a � ickering light 
on his neighbour’s driveway. Opening the 
door of his Gier Street home, Mackie discov-
ered � ames coming out of the same neigh-
bour’s roof. 

After honking the horn of his car and bang-
ing on the side of the house, which result-
ed in no response, Mackie decided to kick 
in the front door. Inside the home, Mackie 
discovered his neighbour in a bedroom and 
recounted, “I grabbed his walker, spun him 
around, sat him on his walker, and dragged 
him out backwards.” 

Outside the home, the two were met with 
an ambulance from Dufferin Paramedic Ser-
vice, which transported the elderly neigh-
bour to a local hospital. Fire� ghters from 
Grand Valley and Orangeville responded 
to the blaze, which was deemed non-suspi-
cious by the Ontario Fire Marshall. 

In June of last year, Mackie was also pre-
sented with a Citation of Heroism Award 
from the Town of Grand Valley for his ac-
tions. 

Shelburne Soccer Club requests
 � eld upgrades

The Shelburne Soccer Club has ap-
proached Town Council advocating for up-
grades to the � elds. 

The proposal highlighted various projects 
spanning years, which aim to improve the 
conditions of the � elds at Greenwood Park 
and support the growing demand for soccer 
facilities in the community.

The project proposal to Council included 
a four-phase plan to improve the � elds at 
Greenwood Park. 

The � rst step in the project proposal from 
the Shelburne Soccer Club is an expansion 
of the soccer � elds, which would meet the 
increasing demands for soccer facilities.

The second project proposed by the Shel-
burne Soccer Club is to resurface Thunder 
Field with AstroTurf to mitigate issues such 
as uneven slopes, poor grass conditions, and 
surface irregularities caused by rain settling. 

The third improvement to the soccer 
� elds is the installation of lighting on Brig-
ands Fields as a way of extending playing 
hours and accessibility to more ages. 

The � nal project proposal to Council 
is a long-term vision for recreation in the 
community and introduced the prospect of 
constructing a sports dome in the area. The 
sports dome would provide a multipurpose 
indoor facility that would be able to accom-
modate various sports including soccer, 
baseball, cricket, and � eld hockey.

and buggy drivers by introducing new pol-
icies for road rehabilitation and awareness 
initiatives at the county level.

Melancthon is one of the only municipal-
ities in Dufferin County with a large Men-
nonite community, but McLean noted they 
frequently travel to other locations includ-
ing Shelburne and Mulmur.

Members of the Mennonite community 
met with Melancthon Council at a recent 
council meeting to discuss road safety. 

“They told us that they are concerned 
for their safety,” said McLean.

So far, this year there have been two 
major collisions involving horse and bug-
gies that have occurred in Melancthon. 

The � rst incident was in January, resulting 
in the death of a 21-year-old buggy driver, 
and most recently there was an accident 
in April involving two adults and six chil-
dren, who sustained non-life-threatening 
injuries.

County of Dufferin lobby’s province for 
help with housing, environmental issues

The County of Dufferin is lobbying for 
the provincial government to help address 
housing and environmental priorities in the 
County.  

Members of Dufferin County Council 
and staff attended the 2023 Association of 
Municipalities of Ontario (AMO) conference 
in London, Ont. from Aug. 20 to Aug. 23, 
where they met with government ministers, 
officials, and other municipal leaders. 

The priorities brought forward by the 
County included balancing new housing 
and preserving farmland, advancing climate 
objectives, and increasing the housing sup-
ply. 

“Dufferin County’s natural environment 
is its strongest asset. With a mix of small 
urban centres and rural agricultural commu-
nities, the County is dedicated to embracing 
growth while preserving and protecting Duf-
ferin’s unique natural landscape and advanc-
ing a more sustainable and resilient com-
munity for all,” said Wade Mills, Warden of 

Dufferin County. “We appreciated the oppor-
tunity to build meaningful relationships and 
strengthen existing ones at this year’s AMO 
conference, and will continue to advance 
County priorities as we work towards our 
vision of being a community that grows 
together.” 

Balancing new housing and preserving 
farmland:

The County met with Lisa Thompson, the 
province’s minister of agriculture, food and 
rural affairs, to discuss addressing the hous-
ing crisis while protecting agricultural lands. 

The County noted that they’ve continued 
to experience pressure to convert greenfield 
land to residential and to provide approvals 
for residential lots. 

According to the County of Dufferin, 45 
per cent of the land base within the area is 
prime agricultural land, and farm receipts 
from 2021 totalled almost $184 million, mak-
ing up a significant portion of the total local 
economy. 

At its delegation, the County requested 
further consultation with municipalities 

and other stakeholders on rural lot creation 
policies, that rural severances be limited 
to ensure the preservation of farmland for 
future generations, and additional residen-
tial units be recognized as permitted uses on 
existing rural residential lots and farms. 

Advancing climate objective and 
increasing housing supply:

County representatives also met with Par-
liamentary assistant Matthew Rae, Ministry 
of Municipal Affairs and Housing, to discuss 
advancing climate objectives and increasing 
housing supply. 

The County has requested that the Ontario 
Building Code be updated to include:

•Every new single detached, semi-de-
tached and row townhouse be provided with 
a rough-in for future electric vehicle supply 
equipment (charging station);

•The rough-in shall include a minimum 
200-amp panel board, a conduit that is not 
less than 1-1/16” (27mm) trade size and a 
square 4-11/16” (119mm) trade size electrical 
box;
