Operation, Failure to stop after accident - CC, Fail to remain - HTA, Possession of a Schedule | Substance - Opioid

The accused is scheduled to appear at the Ontario Court of Justice in Orangeville in November 2022, to answer to the charges. Their

driver's licence was suspended for 90 days, and the vehicle impounded for a period of seven days. These charges have not been
provenin court.
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
