located a vehicle in a ditch
that had sustained significant
damage. After speaking with
the driver, officers initiated
an impaired driving investi-
gation.

Kristopher Erdei, 46, from
Mono, has been charged with:

e Operation while impaired - alcohol and
drugs

e Operation while impaired - blood alco-

hol concentration (80 plus)

e Drive vehicle or boat
with cannabis readily avail-
able

The accused individuals
are scheduled to appear
before the Ontario Court
of Justice in Orangeville at
a later date. Their driver’s
licence was suspended, and
both vehicles were impounded.

None of the listed charges have been
proven in court.
